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B I O G R A P H Y

Born in 1967 in Suffolk, Bruce Denny was always fascinated by shape 
and structure.  His earliest memories are of a youth spent building and 
taking things apart, learning the form and mechanics of objects.  As he 
reached adulthood, this interest remained and, coupled with a  
burgeoning search for greater understanding, led him to the certainties 
of Science.  It was his hope that a thorough examination of life at the 
cellular level would begin to reveal its mysteries and meaning, a process 
which led him to achieve an honours degree in Biology and Chemistry.

Although his grounding in scientific fact gave him a thorough  
understanding of the anatomy and components of life, it exacerbated 
an innate feeling that all the complexities of human physiology are only 
a small part of a much wider picture.  Life dictated he leave the  
laboratory behind for a job in the City of London, where the realities of 
modern day life were played out to the full.

Whilst rewarding, Bruce knew that fulfilment for him would not be 
found in the City.  His creativity was being stifled; so, in his free time he 
immersed himself in theatre and the arts to break the monotony. 

It was in this pursuit that Bruce discovered sculpture. His love of art,  
scientific understanding of the human form and interest in the  
mechanics of living things made figurative sculpture the natural  
convergence of Bruce’s talents.  He began studying the techniques of 
life modelling in clay and discovered a natural talent. 

Nearly a decade later, Bruce has launched three collections – Humanity, 
Interaction and Mortality.  His work can be found in many of the most 
exclusive private and public collections in the country and abroad.
